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The Master of Divinity program is designed for men and women preparing for pastoral ministry with a well-round-
ed curriculum in biblical studies, theology, church history, and church ministries. The M.Div. can be completed with 
as little as three years of full-time study and up to seven years of part-time study. Students will develop biblical and 
theological competence, as well as prepare students for a variety of ministries and vocations including pastorate, 
chaplaincy, teaching, and other related careers.
